Meeting Time:

Agricultural Structures will meet daily 3rd hour in the ag classroom.

Course Description:

This course includes electrical wiring, electrical motors, concrete masonry, plumbing and sewage disposal, fences, product handling and processing equipment, and farm buildings. Students will also have the opportunity to design and build projects at their own expense.
Course Rationale:

Agriculture encompasses the food, fiber, conservation, and natural resource systems, employing over 20% of the nation’s workforce. Basic construction skills and knowledge in electricity, plumbing, concrete, and masonry are necessary for the building of agricultural structures.
Method of Instruction and Requirements:

The method of instruction for this class will consist of lectures, power points, videos, discussions, problem solving, individual and group projects and presentations, labs and reading assignments. 

The students are expected to follow the class expectations presented to them as well as the rules and procedures outlined in the student handbook.  

Supervised Agricultural Experience (SAE) is an important part of an agricultural education program.  All students enrolled in an agriculture class will have an SAE and keep a record book on that SAE.  Time to complete the record books will be given each month, but some outside time may be necessary (especially for proficiency awards, etc).  Record books will be graded and are worth 35 points per month!

Students will keep a journal of bell work assignments. Students should start each class period by copying the question/problem of the day and the date on the board in their journal and work on the assignment quietly until the instructor gives future directions. Journals will be collected and graded periodically and are worth 3 points per day!

As a part of this class, students will also keep a binder of their notes from discussion, handouts given during class, and worksheets that they have completed.  Notebooks are to be kept neat and in periodic order! The binders may be graded every quarter.

When we go to the shop during the year students need to have appropriate shop clothing on in order to participate and earn daily shop points, 10 points per day!

A solid agriculture education program is comprised of three components: Classroom/Shop Instruction, SAE and FFA. Therefore to maximize student achievement and involvement, FFA membership is required!
Tests and Quizzes:

A combined unit test may follow the completion of all units. Quizzes, both announced and unannounced, will be given periodically throughout the course of the year.

Grading Scale:

Extra Credit will not be available very often. It will never be offered on an individual basis.
